Midseason-Late 38 inches. ((Tiffania x Blue Rim)
x Aldura x Tell’s 46-112: (Blue Shimmer x (Elec-
tra x Wasatch) X (( Tiffanja x Blue Rim) x
(New Hope) White ground plicata with stand-
ards stiched blue-violet; falls bordered blue- vio-
let. The very wide falls are nicely flared and
very clean in the center — free of the usual
line that mars so many plicatas. Yellow beard
lightly tipped blue. Good substance insures
long life of the blooms. This ‘should be espec-
ially effective crossed with Belle Meade, Rococo,
Memphis Lass, Lake Isabella, Miss Alameda and
Caroline Jane.

COUNTRY CREAM (Hattie Sparger, Clarkston,
Wash.) Early-Midseason 40 inches. (Starshine) X
(Snow Flurry x Amandine) Large, flaring cream
self with an elusive blue cast over all when
first opened.

A healthy and vigorous plant
with heavy well branched stalk. Fertile both

CRINOLINE BELLE (Wilma Vallette, Delco, Idaho)
Midseason 36 inches. (Sib. to Salmon Fushsia x
Sweet Girl Graduate) Large, wide, delicately
colored apricot self with lighter area in falls.

Amber, Valimar, Orange Crush, Orange Pa-

DISTANT MESA (Warren Kirk, Ridgecrest, Calif.,
formerly of Utah Valley) Early-Midseason 30
inches (New Snow x Capitola) Round, flaring
Mohr-shaped flower of smoothest texture and
finish in a bright lavender-orchid or Pholox-
pink color.

DOTTED DARLING (Don Nebeker) Midseason-Late
38 inches. (Aldura x New Adventure) x (New
Adventure) A white-ground plicata dotted and
marked with violet and sporting a bright tan-
garine beard.

Midseason 36 inches. (Grand Canyon x Chivalry}

light touch of golden-brown extending into the
smoky violet coloration and there is a light
blue blaze down the middie of the falls which
lightens as the flower ages making it increas-
ingly more beautiful. This shown as a seedling
at Ogden created quite a lot of favorable com-
ment and the one bloom entered in the show
lasted six full days. The heavy stalks are able
to hold up the huge hlooms. | should like to
see this crossed with Dream Dance, Stormy
Skies, Bang, Char-Maize, Banner Bright, Jungle
Bird, Savage, ‘Tis Tops and other bright blends.

Lake City) Midseason-Late 36 inches. (Blue
Sapphire x Blue Flight) Stunning in its classic
beauty with light blue standards and ruffled
blue-white falls. The beard is olive-tan, tipped
blue. Standards are tightly domed while the
falls flare and ruffle just right. Judges have
been lavish in their praise of this fine creation.
Its breeding being what it is should make Top
of the World a wonderful parent. Could be
employed for tangerine-bearded blues as well
as whites, violets and blue-bearded blues. Cros-
sed with Marriott, Top Helen, Blue Crest,
Wedgewood Haven and the Tompkins trio men-
tioned -above should throw some fine blue-
bearded things.

UTAH VELVET (Muhlestein) Early-Midseason 34
inches. (Quechee x Privateer) Early reds are
scarce. This one starts the season. The round
flaring falls are velvety and are devoid of
haft markings — making them appear dark-
er than the more silky-appearing Indian-lake
red standards. Fast of increase and perfectly

WHITE FIRE (Selma Jensen) Early-Midseason 36
inches. (Palomino x Queen’s Lace) For Shape
this blue-white self approaches Palmino. yetr
has more fullness and flare and edges of
petals are slightly sereated. The bright red-
tangerine beard sets it ablaze. Awarded the
cup for Best Seedling of the Logan show 1959
and given an Exhibition Certificate 1960.

(Golden Flash x Yellow Dresden) Orchid self
with cupped standards, reticulated hafts and
a bright tangerine beard. Reblooming tenden-
cy.

TANGAROSE (Ed Zickler, Indianapolis, Ind.) Early
12 in. (Twilight Sky x Nana) Rosy red bicolor;
the falls have a darker flush at center; beard
tangerine. Produces a majority of tangerine-
bearded offspring and introduced primarily for
breeding purposes to throw medians and possi-
bly dwarfs in colors we are seeking. .... $10.00

DWARFS
STARLA (Eva Smith) Co-introduced with Smith’s
Iris Gardens. Midseason-Late in the dwarf-inter-
mediate season. 8-10 inches. (Green Spot x ?)
Gorgeous little white with flaring falls that
curl at the tips giving the flower the appear-
ance of a three-pointed star (hence the name).
The falls carry an intriguing blue-green spot.
Blooms into the tall bearded season. Fertile,
this should be wonderful for breeding the spot
and possibly give blue and turquoise spotted
seedlings with the proper mates. Fertile.  $5.00

WEE REGIE (Mary Peck, Sioux City, lowa) Early
Midseason 10 inches. (Tiffany x Cretica) Bur-
gundy marked yellow ground plicata and the
first of its type to be introduced. Has set seed
to its own pollen and_is fertile both ways.
This opens up new tas to breed further
plicata types in dwarfs and medians and to
give hybrid vigor to strains of tall bearded
irises. $10.00

WILMA V* (Eva Smith Co-Introduced with Smith’s
Iris Gardens. Midseason-Late in the Dwarf and
intermediate season, blooming into the T.B.
season. (Tantalizer x ?) Perfect three by three
inch blooms, the standards nicely domed and
of a pale wisteria-violet coloring; falls green-
gold, semi-flaring and sporting a white beard.
The blooms are splashed with violet in the
manner of the pod parent. Wilma Vallette was
taken with this on our visit to the Smith garden
so Eva named this in her honor. Fast of increase

SPURIAS
FLUTED BUTTERCUP (Muhlestein) Early-Midseason
30 inches. (Bronze Butterfly x Fifth Symphony)
Rich lemon-yellow standards; falls buttercup
yellow, flaring horizontally and all deeply ruf-
fled and fluted. Color deepens at the troat with
green infusion radiating from under the crests.
Sturdy stalks that won’t grow too tall. A gor-
geous cut flower. F59-6. .ooeoeccens $25.00

LACED BUTTERFLY (Muhlestein) Midseason-late 48
inches. (Blue Acres x Two Opals) A real break
since this is, undoubtedly, a forerunner of a
new race of plants. From an outcross of the
Washington and Nies strains and very vigorous
of growth and apparently disease resistant.
Pale violet with light yellow signal the stan-
dards and falls have a definite but minute lace
