BISKRA (David Lorenz) Round, domed standards and slightly re-
curved falls. The coloring is light blue with lavender shadings;
beneath the yellow beard there is a splash (signal or spot) of
deeper lavender-blue. This aril-median is about 12 inches tall.
From Tinkerbell x Iman Salah. $5.00.

CHAMBER MUSIC (Bryce Williamson) The closed, ruffled standards
are a rich carmel-brown; wide falls are deeply ruffled with a
wide border of carmel-brown around the violet center area. The
beard is yellow-orange. At 36 inches tall, Chamber Music has
three branches and terminal with eight buds. Probably from West-
ern Welcome x One Desire. $25.00.

IRISH SPRING (Bernice Roe) This appears to be a warm white with
green shoulders at a distance, but up close this fine flower with
deep flutting actually has a light green overlay on the falls.
About 36 inches tall with multi-branching and twelve plus buds.
This is a sister seedling to Vernal Falls: Majestic 3wan x
((Char-Maize x Appointee) x '"new green amoena tracing back to
Summit, Pinacle, Char-Maize x ((Cool Valley x seedling related to
"new green amoena"). HC 1972. $25.00.

ISIANDS OF LIGHT (Bryce Williamson) A delicate and subtle flower
of cream, yellow, and warm white. The closed standards are warm
white flushed cream and yellow from the wid-ribs. Tie falls are
warm white with soft yellow shoulders and blendings of cream a-
round the lightly ruffled and laced edges. The beard is a cream-
ed yellow. This is a shorter tall--about 32 inches--and has two
and three branches and terminal with six to eight buds. Islands
of Light is from Light and Lovely X (Flaming Heart x Glittering
Awber). $25.00.

PRECIOSA (Vi Lorenz) The hallmark of this deep gold self is the
sturdy growth and leather substance. As a self, this sundrenched
gold has upright standards helt stiffly in place and horizonally
flaired falls. The entire flower 1is nicely ruffled. Preciosa
has been totally sunfast for me. It has a free growing and flow-
ering plant with sturdy stalks of three branches and terminal
with eight to ten buds. From Xmas Fires x Sun Country. $25.00.

TENDER MOMENTS (Bryce Williamson) A tender colouring: domed,
cupped standards are blended pink and horizonally flaired falls
are rose with gentle ruffling. The style arms are pink. There
is a flash of lavender beneath the red beard. Flower size and
stalk size are just right for a 26 inch Border Bearded. This is
from Lilac Champagne x Java Dove. $15.00.
