Sincere thanks for your generous orders and friendly letters re
ceived during the past year. Without your orders, our garden could not
“grow”; without your good letters, our spirits could not remain at the
level necessary to continue the physical labor involvement.

In our weather records, 1975 holds the dubious honor of ranking
as the latest bloom season we have experienced. However, the lateness
gave us a season with fewer than normal frost-damaged stalks, for which
we are always grateful. Bloom (between frequent showers) was beau
tiful among the older dependables as well as the new varieties and
guests.

In the Median classes, we were especially intrigued with Larry
Harder’s immaculate white Love; Cherie Amour is not only the pinkest
median we have grown, it also has lovely form and proportion. Earl’s
Solar Flight is the best tang-bearded yellow median we have grown.

In white. Trill put on a spectacular show, although the red-bearded
white quartet. Silver Showers, Flaming Arrow, Risque, and Hall of
Song, Valentina’s sib, were equally distinctive. Irish Spring’s description
failed to adequately prepare us for this lovely.

Style Trend gave another fabulous performance. Mystique fulfilled
its promise of becoming the ulthnate of the Ghio neglectas, and Mysteri
ous justified its well chosen name. Modern Classic may create a new
high for plicatas; Caramba is without peer. Gay Parasol brought a
bright new color pattern to the garden. Gorgeous!

Songster was sheer perfection; Roger Nelson’s guest, Glorybound,
was the largest well formed orchid-lilac in the garden. Soft Moonbeam
made us realize that our garden is lacking in soft yellow and cream
colored irises. Joyce Terry (inadvertantly referred to as “Terry Lynn”
in last year’s catalog) was again the very best in this well represented
color class.

The apricot-oranges showed general improvement. We are pleased
with Flaming Light’s belated HM, and sincerely hope that Melodian
receives just recognition in our bi-centennial year. Tupelo Honey was
the most exciting iris in this class; in lighter hue, Marquesa proved to
be a worthy addition.

Red Gallantry was the reddest in this class; the large flowers and
tall stalks add to its quality. We are proud to introduce the late Dr.
Wall’s Minisa, and the memory of his pleasure with our report of its
worthiness will be with us for a long time.

Black Market was THE dark iris of our ’74 season.  . .  . This con
cludes our “varietal comments” of a bygone spring, although it is but a
brief summary of the many highlights that tax the mind’s eye.

We are eagerly looking forward to the coming season, fervently
hoping that in iris gardens throughout the world, 1976 will bring ful
fillment to dreams of beauty and happiness.
