UNITED STATES: Add $1.60 west of the Mississippi River, $2.00 east of

the Mississippi for postage and packing. Shipment by United Parcel Service

unless requested otherwise or we deem it best to ship via other means. UPS

delivery to the east coast should take about ten days, with intermediate

points correspondingly sooner. If you wish AIR service, add 15^ per rhizome
to the shipping charge stated above.

Please note: A post office box number is not sufficient address for UPS

delivery. Rural route addresses should also include street or road name

and directions for finding you. Include your phone number. If you get

a call or card informing you of the package’s arrival, respond quickly;

UPS will not “hold” packages for long.

CANADA: Add $3.50 for shipment by surface parcel post. Be prepared for

delay in transit; we’ve had some packages take six weeks! Air mail rates are

excessive, but if you wish to pay the charges we will ship that way. (Estimate

the carton and first Tall Bearded rhizome at $2.50, each additional TB

rhizome at $1.00) Be certain to include the necessary shipping label from

your agriculture department when ordering. Add $1.50 documentation fee
to aU Canadian orders.

OTHER FOREIGN ORDERS: Plants shipped by air, postage charged at cost.

Add $1.50 documentation fee. Air mail rates vary, but you can estimate

,  $5.00 for the carton plus first Tall Bearded rhizome, $1.00 (Europe) to $1.50

(Trans-Pacific) for each additional rhizome. If overpayment is made, we will

include extra irises to make up the difference. To avoid confusion with

monetary exchanges, we suggest that your order be booked and acknowledg

ed prior to your sending payment.

SHIPPING SEASON: July and early August ONLY. We must dig and replant

the garden early in anticipation of the 1978 national convention tour.
