In the Islands, the call of the conch shell heralds the coming of
the night. The unusual coloring in this luscious new flower is just
like that of the furled conch shell, and the standards are likewise,

conical and furled, the falls flaring. It is a very pale pink-off-white,
with burnt sienna haft and even a pink-orange beard. In our fields

it grows very tall with excellent substance and branching, and up
to ten blooms to the 40-inch stalk! This is, perhaps, the most

outstanding in quality and performance among our new ones this

year.

AFTER ALL (Dave Hall, '67) L. 30' $7.50

The heavily fringed and flounced petals of this deep, ivory-pink Iris
suggests some of the intricate lace-like work of Oriental artisans. Very
large, with flaring falls and thick substance. Illustrated on page 11.

AFTER DARK (Schreiner, '63) E. 40' $1.50

Deepest, velvety, rich violet-blue. The big, slightly ruffled flowers are
produced on four-branched stems reaching to 44 inches in height.
Early. HM, ’64.

ALLEGIANCE (Cook, '58) L. 40" $1.50

The giant flowers are of deepest navy blue, overlaid with velvet, the
standards are silky and lustrous. HM AIS, 1968; AM, I960; Dykes
Medal, 1964. Shown on page 52.

AMETHYST FLAME (Schreiner, ’58) ML. 38" $1.50

., Immense in size and elegant in form, a curiously tinted blend of
S’ lavender or light violet and rosy heliotrope. Nicely ruffled. HM, ’58;
AM, ’60; Dykes Medal, ’63. See page 54.

AMIGO’S GUITAR (Plough, ’64) EM. 36' $2.50

Standards are dark Butterscotch with a violet mid-rib, the wide falls

blue-violet, lightly tinted rose, ruffled and fluted. This is similar in

pattern to Gypsy Lullaby—but the colors are more subdued. HM, ’65;

ANGEL BRIGHT fRees, '66jML.36' $3.00

A creamy combination of sparkling white and vivid chrome yellow
Standards are domed and the falls are broad, with  a heavy pattern of
gold on the haft and a matching rich golden beard. HM, ’68.

Almost white, flushed pink, with deeper pink cast about the hafts.

Very large, with broad petals and tall stalks. HM, ’60. See page 54.

A tangerine bearded plicata of giant size and perfect proportions. The
beautifully formed standards are solid coppery-apricot or pale amber,
without markings, and they are folded and closed at the top. Falls are
ivory in the central area, with shoulder markings of amber, shading
out to amber at the margins. HM, ’76. See page 15.

APRIL MELODY (Gibson, '67) ML. 36"
This is a pretty close approach to being a pink plicata .  . . the ground
color light, almost white, pinkish lavender and the markings a bright
and intense shade of lavender-rose. As noted in the picture, the flowers

a bit lacy and especially well proportioned. Large and long lasting.

APRICOT BLAZE (Gibson, '71) M. 34"

BACCARAT (Gou/fer, '67jM.36''
A carnival of color, blended graduations of brown, amber and light
purple in the heavily ruffled standards, and extremely broad, flat, flar
ing falls of bright violet banded golden brown. HM, ’68. See page 44.

Dark shiny black with a glowing undertone of velvety red, with self
colored beards. Broad form and lustrous finish.
