71-BS-30 (Baeux Arts X Lynn With Love) TB, 90cm, M-L. This is a sib. to
Vivacious Miss with the standards a light shade of Bishops Violet (Wilson
34/3) and the falls are Amaranth Rose (Wilson 530/2) Lightning in the cen-
ters to blue-white below the Tangerine beards with the shoulders more apr-
icot. The flower with heavely lace and ruffled parts with nicely held sta-
ndards and flaring falls. Has three branches and 9 plus buds.

FLAMBOYANT DREAM (Jack Boushay 78) NET $25.00

71-CQ-2 (New Covenant X After All) TB, 80cm, L. This is a very beautiful
large flowers on stems that are a little shorter. Will stand up in windy
areas. The flowers are Orient Pink (Wilson 416/3) lightning below beards
to almost white. The beards are tangerine in the throat to near white at
the tipps. There are three branches with only five buds. The form is very
good with domed standards and wide flarine falls and the whole flower is
ruffled and lightly laced.

HURLEY BURLEY (Jack Boushay 78) NET $25.00

71-CK-14 (Punchline X ((Carobou Trail x (Gussie x Horned Lace)) x Amber
Accent)) TB, 95cm, M-L. A beautiful dark blend with the standards and
edges of falls Erythrite Red (Wilson 0027/1) changing to Mauvette (Wilson
537) in centers of falls with yellow brown shoulders and yellow beards.
The flower is laced and ruffled with great form with domed and touching
standards and flaring falls. Has three branches plus and twelve plus buds.

MEDA LEE (Don Boen 78) NET $25.00

5-10-8C (Bright Forecast X Rainbow Gold) TB, 86cm, ML. A very crisp,
clean and clear orange with the standards having a faint pink flush in the
midribs and the falls a lighter creamy area near the orange-red beards. Has
very excellant form, good branching and bud count. E.C. 1975

ROYAL DAPPER (Jack Boushay 78) NET $25.00

71-CY-35 (Nobleman X Matinata) TB, 120cm, L-VL. A very clean Spectrum
Violet (Wilson 735) self with the beards appearing slightly more blue. Very
nice form with wide flaring falls that are ruffled and fluted. The stand-
ards are domed and touching, the falls are nicely flared. There are three
plus branches and eleven plus buds.

Has
nice form with domed standards and near horizontal falls.

This sib. to Alive is a very clear Orient Pink (Wilson 416) self with
darker pink beards. Very nice form with domed standards and near horizontal
falls.

29cm, M. The standards are light Buttercup Yellow (Wilson 5/2) at midribs
blending to light gray or lavender at edges. The falls are very bright But-
tercup Yellow (Wilson 5) with edges same as standards edges. The beards are
yellow and it has excellent form with domed standards and horizontal falls.

32cm, M. The standards of this iris are Mimosa Yellow (Wilson 602/2)
with the falls slightly lighter with a Heliotrope thumb print below the
bright tangerine beards with yellow tipps.

L72-A-11 (Honey Talk X Grace Note) SDB, 28cm, M. This is my daughter,
Lisa's first iris introduction. She has been making crosses for several
years and is starting to cume up with some good things. There will be one
SDB next year and maybe two. This iris has standards of Empire yellow
(Wilson 603/1) and the falls are a bright smooth Straw Yellow (Wilson 604)
With bright Wisteria Blue (Wilson 640) beards that are deep yellow in
throat. The form is very good with domed standards and widely flaring falls.

MINI DYNAMO (Alta Brown 78) NET $10.00

M 1546-20 (Cherry Garden X unknown) SDB, 28cm, E-M. A beautiful beetroot
purple self with the area below beards slightly darker with a small blue
blaze at the tip of the beards. This is a sib. to Barnstormer that I have
looked at for some time and have liked much better. It has stronger growing
habits and better flower form. The standards are domed and the falls are
wide, smooth and near horizontal.



ROYAL ELF (Alta Brown 78) NET $10.00

M 1703-10 (Runaway X Gingerbread Man) SDB, 3lem, M-L. The standards of
this iris are Royal Purple (Wilson 834) and very nicely domed and touching.
The falls are the same only very vibrant and velvety with lighter edges
and near horizontal. The beards are Victoria Violet (Wilson 738). With
light ruffling.

MINIATURE DWARF BEARDED IRIS

BABY BLUE EYES (Jack Boushay 78) NET $7.50

74-A-1 (Baby Star X ((Sdlg. x (Albino Girl x Atomic)) x unknown)) MDB,
10cm, E-M. This is a very clear French Blue (Wilson 643/2) self that is
darker in the heart with some turquoise showing thru. The beards are white.
A pumila with very wide parts and nice form.

71-BW-7 (Shipshape X Praise The Lord) TB, 42", M-L. This is a fine Wist-
eria Blue self that to the eye appears a light powder blue. It grows to
about 42" tall with four branches plus the terminal and fifteen plus buds.
It has very wide, smooth and ruffled parts with a very nice flare. The
beards are creamy with yellow in throat. H.M. 1977

ALTA B. (Rex Brown 76) $20.00
71-6-20 (Lightning Ridge X La Juana) 37", M-L. The standards are Peach
Pink (Wilson 512/1) with a Amber Yellow (Wilson 505) gilted edge. The falls
are warm white blended to the same gilted edge as the standards, with the
hafts amber also. The flower is ruffled with light lace. The beard is
Orange (Wilson 12) and the flower has a very good form with domed standards
and flaring falls. There are twelve plus buds on four branches. One of Rex
Brown's finest iris and a wonderful flower named for a wonderful person.

ANOINTED (Jack Boushay 75) $15.00
J68-AF-2 (Kingdom X Wild Ginger) The standards and base color of falls are
golden brown with the falls overlayed a darker red-brown. The beards are
gold. Nicely ruffled with beautiful form, the standards are domed and the
falls are horizontal. H.M. 1977

BANDSTAND (Jack Boushay 75) $12.50
69-AQ-6 (Wild Ginger X High Life) This is a beautifully formed plic with
the ground color of mimosa yellow in the falls . The standards and the heavy
border on the falls are maroon. The beards are gold. This is a little short-
er tall with the whole plant in good proportion. Falls are horizontal and
the standards domed, nicely ruffled with good branching.

BERKSHIRE (Ken Shaver 77) $20.00
71-62-2 (Glacier Shadows X Berceuse) TB, 92cm, M-L. This fine iris from
Ken Shaver is an Aster Violet self with the beards and the area around the
beards pale violet. The beards have yellow tipped hairs in the throat. Very
nicely ruffled and fluted with domed standards and horizontal falls. Has
three branches and nine or more buds.

BLUSHING LEMON (Jack Boushay 73) $12.50
(Kingdom X Ultrapoise) The standards are barium yellow with azalea pink
blush at midribs and both sides of the yellow beards, which change to
azalea pink as the flower matures. Franklin Cook Cup 1976, A.M. 1977

CITY OF DAVID (Jack Boushay 77) $22.50
J68-AF-10 (Kingdom X WildGinger) TB, 92cm, M. A very clear and bright



aurolin yellow self with the beards slightly darker. Has three branches and
nine plus buds with very good form with near horizontal falls and domed
standards. All petals are nicely ruffled and fluted.

CLOUD AT DAWN (Ken Shaver 75) $10.00
(Gypsy Lullaby X Silver Peak) Near red amoena with near white standards and
red-purple falls, gold beards. Clean for this color class with good form and
ruffled.

CLOUDS OF GOLD (Jack Boushay 74) $10.00
69-BP-6 (Ultrapoise X Kingdom) Lemon yellow with lighter area at tip of
orange beards. Very heavy substance, lightly ruffled with good form. Beau-
tiful branching with four branches plus terminal and three buds on each
branch.

M-L. The standards of this flower are clear naples yellow and the falls are
hyacinth blue with hafts and border golden brown. There are light yellow
beards. The flower has nice ruffling and light lace and also a pleasing
fragance.

ENDURING LOVE (Jack Boushay 74) $7.50
69-AM-2 (Pacific Panorama X Babbling Brook) This iris is aster violet ligh-
tening at hafts and around edges of petals. Falls are horizontal and the
standards are domed and touching, very nicely ruffled.

68-42-2 (((Smart Set x (Inv. Native Dancer, Moon Rings, Palimino, Frost and
Flame)) x Rippling Waters) X High Praise) Standards are very pale blue,
almost white. The falls are lobelia blue and are very broad and near hori-
zontal. The beards are yellow in the throat tipped pale blue. Heavy substa-
nce and nicely ruffled.

FIFTY FATHOMS (Ken Shaver 75) $15.00
(Pacific Panorama X Licorice Stick) Very clear deep violet self including
the beards. Good form and lightly ruffled. H.M. 1976

FLAMING LIGHT (Rex Brown 73) $10.00
(Radiant Light X Flaming Star) A very bright spanish orange with a pinkish
glow at midribs with the falls slightly darker. The beards are bright fire
red. The broad petals are nicely ruffled and the strong stalks carry four
nice branches. H.M. 1975

FLUTED LILAC (Rex Brown 73) $5.00
((Ivory Lace x French Lace) X Sib. to Enchanted Cloud) Orchid self, fluted
and ruffled with light yellow beards tipped white.

((Silver Wedding sib. x Rococo) X (Lake Washington x Rococo)) Violet-blue
on white plicata, ruffled with lavender beards.

INSTIGATOR (Rex Brown 76) $20.00
71-12-2 ((Gala Affair x Gala Madrid) X Pucnhline) TB, 38", M-L. If you like
to enter shows, this is the iris for you! It has four wide branches, consis-
tently, with twelve plus buds. The flower has domed standards which are
bright aureolin yellow. The falls are heliotrope with a 3/8" even border the
same color as the standards, around nicely flaring falls. There is also a
very sweet lemony fragrance. This iris should instigate many super crosses.

LACED ELEGANCE (Rex Brown 74) $5.00
(Azure Lace X (Lovely Letty x Magicolor)) A Lacey, smooth orchid with
beards slightly lighter. The flower lightens as it matures. Very nice form
with wide ruffled flaring falls and domed standards.

LAND OF JUDAH (Jack Boushay 77) $22.50
71-DF-7 (Lightning Flash X Kingdom) TB, 1l4cm, M-L. A very bright flower
with the standards salmon pink in the center blending to ochre yellow at
the edges. The falls are barium yellow blending to ochre yellow, same as
the standards. The beards are a brilliant nasturtium red. The petals are
nicely ruffled with domed standards and flaring falls. The falls are a
little long.

LOVELY LOVELY (Jack Boushay 74) $7.50
69-BO-1 (Kingdom X Ultrapoise) This iris is yellow ochre which is close to
an apricot self. The falls are horizontal and the standards are nicely
domed with heavy ruffling and lace on all parts.

LYNN WITH LOVE (Jack Boushay 73) $12.50
(Rippling Waters X Chrismas Time) Mineral violet with lighter area in
center of petals and at lacy edges with red beards. H.M. 1975

NEW COVENANT (Jack Boushay 74) $10.00
J 68-Q-15 (Pink N'Pretty X Irish Lullaby) The standards are orient pink
and the falls are the same at the hafts and around the edges with the center
lightening to almost white. The beards are slightly darker. The falls are
wide and flaring with domed standards. Lightly laced and ruffled with
heavy substance.

PRAISE THE LORD (Jack Boushay 72) $10.00
(Sterling Silver X Allegiance) This iris is a deep morrish blue bitone with
the standards a shade lighter then the falls. The falls are very broad with
heavy substance and ruffling. The white beards set this iris off very nicely.
There are four branches plus terminal with twelve or more buds. With all
these blessings it still has one more, a sweet and pleasing fragrance.

QUIESCENT (Jack Boushay 76) $20.00
69-BM-42 (Rippling Waters X Christmas Time) TB, 34", M-L. This is a clear
white self with a very slight touch of yellow at the hafts. Has pale saturn
red beards and wide lacy petals. A quiet graceful beauty that grows on you.

QUIET GYPSY (Rex Brown 77) $20.00
71-9-12 (((Melodrama x June Symphoney) x Gala Madrid) X Bandolier) TB, 94cm,
M-L. The standards of this flower are light mulberry brown and the falls
are hyacinth blue with the border the same color as the standards. It has
very good form with the standards domed and flaring falls which are nicely
ruffled and fluted. Has three and four branches with nine plus buds, will
look good on the show bench.

QUIET KINGDOM (Jack Boushay 77) $22.50
71-AT-51 (Babbling Brook X Azure Lace) TB, 90cm, M-L. This is a clear,
smooth wisteria blue self that lightens to white around the white beards.



A beautifully formed flower with domed standards and nicely flaring falls
with very nice ruffling and light lace. Has four branches and eleven plus
buds,

REALLY WILD (Jack Boushay 76) $15.00
69-B0-22 (Kingdom X Ultrapoise) TB, 34'", M-L. The standards are orient
pink and the falls are a blend with a pink strip down the middle of the
white centers blending to pink on the edges with domed standards and flar-
ing falls. The beards are tangerine. The flower does have one fault in
that in hot weather it sometimes has trouble opening with the heavy lace
and heavy substance.

RED GINGER (Jack Boushay 72) $4.00
(Wild Ginger X Edenite) This iris is an oxblood red self, ruffled with
burnt orange beards. It has the texture of dark red velvet.

SALUTATION (Jack Boushay 75) $15.00
69-AM-5 (Pacific Panorama X Babbling Brook) Flax blue self with cream bea-
rds. This is a little shorter tall bearded iris but the whole plant is in
good proportion. The form is beautiful with domed standards and horizontal
falls, ruffled with good substance. A consistently good grower.

SUGAR BEAR (Jack Boushay 76) $22.50
71-BE-42 ((Kingdom x Ultrapoise) X unknown) TB, 32", M. The standards are
golden honey brown with the falls the same but with more of a yellow influ-
ence around the yellow-orange beards and down the falls. Beautiful form
with domed standards and near horizontal falls. It is nicely ruffled and
fluted, clean and smooth. Use this in breeding for tangerine bearded browns
and yellows.

SUNRISE MAGIC (Rex Brown 74) 5750
69-20-5 ((Orange Beacon x Fay pink) X Flaming Star) The standards are sal-
mon pink blending to aureolin yellow at the edges. The falls are aureolin
yellow with salmon pink on both sides of the saturn red beards. Good form
and substance, also lightly laced.

TOUCH OF GLORY (Jack Boushay 73) $7.50
(Kingdom X Kiss of Lemon) Canary yellow self with self beards, nicely ruf-
fled with good flaring form and heavy substance, good branching with 9 buds.

VIVACIOUS MISS (Jack Boushay 77) $22.50
71-BS-41 (Beaux Arts X Lynn With Love) TB, 86cm, M. The flowers are
orchid pink with the standards slightly deeper in the center and the falls
are slightly lighter in the centers with the beards tangerine. The falls are
rounded and widely flaring with the standards upright and slightly open
exposing the large style crests. The flower is nicely ruffled and lightly
laced.

BORDER BEARDED IRIS

KIBITZER (Alta Brown 76) $7.50
M 1613-7 (Indian Pow Wow X Commentary) BB, 20", EM. This is a wild comb-
ination of colors with the standards a blend of violet and tan with violet
midribs. The falls are the same with a blue-violet stripe down the center.
It is nicely ruffled with a good fragrance and light blue beards. The form
is very good with upright standards and flaring falls. The flower is just
a little large.

SPACE AGE (Alta Brown 73) $4.00
(Pacific Panorama X Bon Vivant) A dainty well formed flower with pure
white standards and clear blue falls and white beards. Rounded horizontally
flaring falls, good substance and well branched. In good proportion for a
border iris. H.M. 1974

AMETHYST FLARE (Alta Brown 75) $4.50
M 1560-2 (Elegent Charm X Orchid Raye) Amethyst violet self with slightly
lighter beards, very bushy. Nicely domed standards with horizontal and cup-
ped falls. Dainty flowers in good proportion with the rest of the plant and
nicely ruffled. H.M. 1976, J.C. 1977

APPLEBLOSSOM PINK (Jack Boushay 74) $4.50
69-CC-13 (One Desire X Lenna M.) The standards are orient pink and the
falls are almost white with a light border and the hafts the same color as
the standards but slightly darker. Good form and substance with flaring
falls and domed standards. A.M. 1977

BATTLE SHOUT (Jack Boushay 75) $6.50
71-1-8 (Light Calvary X Tomingo) A bright red flower with the standards
light maroon and the falls ruby red in the center with the edges same as
the standards. In the morning light this flower really glows red! Beards
are red-brown. Good form with domed standards and horizontal falls. J.C. 77

BRIGHT MOOD (Alta Brown 73) $3.00
(Parentage unknown) Empire yellow with darker hafts, yellow beards. Ruffled
with good form and substance.

GOLDEN DECOY (Alta Brown 75) $4.00
M 1460-2 (Blueberry Muffins X Ultrapoise) Aureolin yellow with darker bea-
rds. Nicely ruffled with domed standards and horizontal falls.

HOT PURSUIT (Alta Brown 76) $6.00
M 1612-2 (((Snow Troll x Grace Note) x Gingerbread Man) X Commentary) IB,
21", M. This is a very appealing tan-yellow self with very bright plum
purple beards. It has three very nicely spaced branches with seven buds.
this one should transmit the blue beard up to the talls.

NAVAHO PRIDE (Alta Brown 77) $6.00
M 1611-3 ((((Baria x Fire Cracker) x Bronze Baby) x Gingerbread Man) X
Commentary) IB, 50cm, M. This is a rich red brown blend with yellow under-
tones. Has two and sometimes three branches with seven or more buds. The
form is good with domed standards and flaring falls.

PHARAOH'S DAUGHTER (Jack Boushay 74) $5.00
69-CC-4 (One Desire X Lenna M.) A very bright Azalea pink self, with
slightly darker pink beards. Has good form and substance. Good branching
and bud count with a long season. H.M. 1975

RED TEMPEST (Alta Brown 73) $4.00

M 1319 (Gold Buttons X Lovilia) Ruffled and domed standards are pale yellow
with darker yellow at midribs. Wide rounded flaring falls are light yellow
with darker yellow at hafts and the beards are bright orange. Good form and
substance. H.M. 1975

VELVET GLOW (Alta Brown 75) $4.50
M 1490-8 (Jewel Tone X Cherry Garden) Velvety medium red self. Rounded
flaring falls and close standards with bronze beards. H.M. 1976

M 1546-8 (Cherry Garden X unknown) Beetroot purple self with the area aro-
und the beards slightly darker maroon. The beards are bright violet.

71-E-3 (Velvetine X Wow) A very bright variegata with the falls a bright
dark red-brown and the standards and border of falls bright yellow with
yellow beards and good form. H.M. 1976 J,C. 1977

BYWORD (Jack Boushay 76) $6.00
71-F-1 (Wow X Velvetine) SDB, 12", M. This little beauty is almost ideal
in form and in proportion and could be used as a byword or standard to com—
pare other SDB's by.

M 1598-3 ((Snow Troll x Grace Note) X Self) Creamy white with the base of
the standards smoky blue. Around the blue beards are lemon yellow. Very
attractive little flower, domed standards and nicely flaring falls.

CARAMEL APPLE (Alta Brown 75) $4.50
M 1591-1 ((Snow Troll x Grace Note) x Gingerbread Man) X Ruby Contrast) SDB
Yellow brown falls with darker maroon hafts. Standards lighter with maroon
midribs. Beards blue with each hair tipped yellow. Good form with flaring
falls and domed standards with good substance. H.M. 1977

CHARIOTS (Jack Boushay 76) $6.00
71-M-3 (Buttercup Charm X Laced Lemonade) SDB, 10", E-M. The standards
are aureolin yellow and the falls are a much brighter yellow lightening
slightly at the edges to the same color as the standards. The form is very
good with domed standards and horizontal falls with nice ruffling all the
way around. The beards are white with each hair tipped yellow.

CHERUB TEARS (Jack Boushay 76) $6.50
71-W-2 (Appleblossom Pink X Dove Wings) SDB, 12", M-L. This flower has a
little differant color pattern than most with the base color pale pink and
then it is texture veined venetian pink, heavy in the centers. The beards
are white with red in the throat. Also has good form with domed standards
and flaring falls. H.M. 1977

CROWN PRINCESS (Alta Brown 75) $6.00
M 1685-5 (Pamela Ann X Knockout) This is a beautiful yellow amoena with the
standards clear warm white and the falls a clear and bright primrose yellow.
The beards are yellow. This beauty has very good form with domed standards
and horizontal falls. An Exceptional iris!!

DANCING DAMSEL (Alta Brown 74) $2.50
((Pink Cushion x Lenna M.) X Sib.) The standards are apricot buff and the
falls are more orange buff with amber yellow on hafts, the beards are tan-
gerine.

DILIGENCE (Alta Brown 76) $7.00
M 1691-7 ((Gay Head x pumila) X ((Snow Troll x Grace Note) x Gingerbread
Man)) SDB, 12", M-L. The standards of this flower are sulfure yellow with
the falls darker but with more brown. To my eye it is a clear mustard yellow
with a soft satin texture. The beards are deeper brown and the form is
great with domed standards and near horizontal falls. The color is extreme-
ly smooth and darkens in the heart of the flower. This is well liked by all
and is a real winner.

ENCANTO (Alta Brown 74) $4.00
M 1582-8 (Jolly Fellow X Whiz Kid) The standards are fern green with darker
midribs and edged with just a touch of bluebird blue. The falls are a little
darker with more brown having a lighter strip from the tip of the beards
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
