DRRYC0TT GRRDERS is pleased to introduce a new

versicolor this year, SWORDS OF MUREX. Information on this

purple-based foliage plant can be found near the back of the

catalog under Species Irises.

You’ll note that we’ve

added a space for your email address on our order form. We will

not be accepting orders from the net, but if you provide your email
address we will acknowledge your order and save the snail mail

acknowledgement card. Your address will not be shared with

anyone else.

Visitors to the garden are welcome and encouraged. We try

to maintain extensive display gardens as well as our stock areas.

Please call ahead if you are visiting so that we can be sure to be

here. We operate out of our home, so there are no signs or regular

business hours. Upperco is located in northern Baltimore County,

MD, and we are about half way between Hereford and Hampstead

(which should be on detailed maps). Falls Road is MD 25, which

runs from Baltimore north to the Pennsylvania state line. Peak

bloom time for Siberians should be May 20 to June 5, and for

Japanese June 15 to July 1. We are a mail-order nursery, and are

not set up for on-site sales.



Since our rating system for Siberian irises received generally

favorable reviews, we are using it again this year. Japanese irises

do not vary as greatly in their grov^h and almost all have excellent

foliage habits, so they are not rated.

Many of our plants are lined out in the fall and then shipped

the following year so that you receive vigorous divisions. Plants

cannot be shipped in the spring if they were reset in the fall. Please

note shipping dates on the back of your order sheet and specify

your preference. All plants are guaranteed true to name and of top

quality. When you receive your order, plant it as soon as possible.

We ship early in the week so the plants should not have to sit over
a weekend. We have found Priority Mail service to be the most

efficient and economical and will use that unless you specifically

ask for UPS delivery.

Since many of our customers have asked for a separate list of

bearded irises and daylilies, we are including a list again this year.

Bearded irises will be shipped July 9 and 23 and require a separate

shipping fee. Daylilies can be shipped with the bearded or the
beardless irises. Please state your preferred shipping date.

DRaYCOTT QRRDEHS will be one of the tour gardens

for the national American Iris Society convention May 22- 26‘*'.

We are very excited to be growing guest plants from many hybrid

izers across the country. This will be an excellent opportunity to

show convention-goers newly introduced varieties as well as

seedlings growing in a landscape situation. We are also quite
excited about some new Siberian seedlings that we are considering

for introduction in following years.

Siberians in the Landscape: Ratings
Since Siberian irises excel in their use as landscape plants, we

include information about that function, as well as descriptions of their

flowers. For each rated variety, three numbers are provided:

plant vigor and clumping / foliage habit / bloom habit
1

Varieties that hold their

flowers above the foli

age, preferably on
branched stalks that dis

tribute the bloom attrac

tively, receive the higher

numbered ratings in this

category.

Vigorous plants that quickly estab

lish well-formed clumps rate a 5.

Slower growing plants that may

take longer to reach good form and

may also go longer before division

are represented by lower numbers.

I do not generally sell those that

grow here as a 1.

Clean, stiffly upright foliage is rated 5. Foliage that arches slightly

but stands up well through the season is rated 4, and may be preferred

by some for its grace. Lower numbers indicate greater arching, ten

dency to collapse in late summer, and/or greater than average suscep

tibility to foliage problems.

This system is the one originally described in “Landscaping Qualities: A

Rating System,” by Carol Warner and Jim Wilson, The Siberian Iris,

Spring, 1995, and in previous price lists. Further discussion appears in
the Fall, 1995 issue.

Should these ratings be my guide?

These landscape ratings are not meant to stand alone. A description of

the flower will always be important in choosing a plant, as will general

characteristics related to its height and bloom season, whether it is a

repeat bloomer, and whether it is a diploid or tetraploid.



In this rating system, is a 5 better than a 4?

No, not necessarily. You may prefer a variety that is not the fastest

You may prefer a variety with slightly arched rather than

stiffly upright foliage. In these cases, a variety rated at 4 in these char

acteristics will be your best choice.

Will plants perform in my garden as rated here?

These ratings represent solely the experience of the DRHYC0TT

GRRDERS staff based on the performance of the varieties in this

area only. Consequently, they will provide a better guide for those

whose conditions more closely match Maryland’s than for those in

other regions.

Comments are welcome, both on the ratings themselves and on how

the system can be improved.
